Art at UMMA belongs to the
people of the state of
Michigan. We ask you not to
touch the art because it is
often fragile -- like this African
headdress made of feathers --
and we want it to last for a long
time.

Also, to protect the art from
the natural oil on our skin
and from bright light, we ask
you not to eat or drink or
take flash photographs in the
galleries.

Art comes in all sizes, from this
small pipe to this big
multi-media piece by African
American artist Mark Bradford.




Docents will talk with you about art,
and you can be an active
participant. There are no right or
wrong answers. Here, a student
shares an idea about a Chinese
painting by pointing--not touching.




You will look at art from
different times and places.




Your tour might connect with
something you are learning in
class, maybe Abraham Lincoln.
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Some tours are about art and
science. These students are
talking about light, shadow
and iridescence.




Sometimes you do creative
activities about the art.




Sometimes you get to
dress like a king!
